The LGBT CHRISTIANS OF UKRAINE  movement and NUNTIARE ET RECREARE CHRISTIAN SOCIETY with support of LGBT Christians of Russia will hold International Eastern European Forum of LGBT Christians (Kyiv, 3-5 September 2010) for developing spiritual communion and mutual encouragement on the way of following God.

LGBT Christians in the countries of Eastern Europe and Central Asia are searching for spiritual and social support. Often, they experience a double marginalization and discrimination - from society and the LGBT community. Often they are misunderstood and rejected by clergy and other believers which leads to withering of their communion with the Church and God. Many Christians are struggling to find a community where they may flourish spiritually. The International Forum of LGBT Christians will ease the hunger for freedom and acceptance; it will
offer spiritual and moral encouragement and support.

The position of the majority of churches in Eastern Europe and Central Asia regarding homosexuality and homosexual people is very conservative. LGBT people constitute a sizeable part of Christian communities and their clergy; unfortunately, often they are rejected
and despised by other Christians and clergy. We believe LGBT Christians should strive to find the voice and courage to work for change. The Forum will be another step towards consolidation of LGBT Christian groups and individual LGBT Christians - coming together for
such work.

For the LGBT communities in Eastern Europe and Central Asia, the movement of LGBT Christians is a good example of reconciling sexuality and belief; of the fact that it is possible to seek God and appreciate ourselves as God created us. The Forum will be an occasion to reflect
on the spiritual and moral aspects of our lives. Everyone who is not indifferent to the situation of LGBT Christians in Eastern Europe and Central Asia is invited to take part in the Forum -
theologians, clergy, lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender people, and all the people for whom Christian faith is an essential aspect of their life. We will be happy to work together with organizations and faith communities which support the Forum's aims.
